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PRISM FINDER G

INSTRUCTIONS

The Prism Finder G has been specially designed as an integral accessory in
the Zenza Bronica GS-1 System of Photography and incorporates a
specially-developed ‘‘total reflection” pentagonal prism (Utility Model re-
gistration No. 1448860) which converts the Zenza Bronica GS-1 single lens
reflex camera into an eye-level view-focusing model showing an extra-bright
erect image which is also laterally correct and, therefore, suitable for follow-
ing fast-moving subjects.

In addition to the great magnification, bright image and high eyepoint of
the Prism Finder G, picture-taking in both horizintal and vertical formats is
more easy when used in combination with the Speed Grip G, another in-
tegral accessory in the GS-1 System of Photography.

At the same time, the shutter speed set to the camera, and other important
information, are also displayed by LED illumination along the top of the
screen area, when the shutter release button is lightly depressed.

To obtain best results from the Prism Finder G, it is suggested that you read
this instruction manual carefully, as your pleasure in using the GS-1 camera
with the Prism Finder G will be even greater if you thoroughly familiarize
yourself with its operation before trying it for the first time.

A. Stroking the shutter re-
lease button halfways will
display the shutter speed set
to the camera above the cen-
tral screen area in three 7
segment illuminated LED
digits.

* |f the shutter speed dial
should be set to A, at this
time, the digits 16" will
flicker and warn the user.
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B. The shutter release warn-
ing LED dot (red-colored)
will light up, when shutter
release is not possible. (The
same dot doubles as the dis-
play for completion of the
shot.)

Exchanging the Magnifier

C. lllumination of the flash
readylight (green-colored
LED), when the dedicated
Speed Light G1 is used on
the GS-1, indicates that the
Speed Light is fully charged.
See instructions for the de-
dicated Speed Light G1 on
the use of the equipment.
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A. The standard magnifier
supplied with the Prism
Finder G has a power of
—1.5 diopters. When found
unsuitable, however, it can
be exchanged for one of
seven optional magnifiers
with powers of —4.5, —3.5,
—-2.5, —0.5, +0.5, +1.5 and
+2.5 diopters.

B. To exchange magnifier,
first, detach the eyecup.
Then, unscrew the setscrew
on the magnifier frame and
it will be possible to remove
the magnifier together with
the frame.

C. To attach the replace-
ment magnifier, simply place
the bottom edge of the
frame into position and then
screw in the setscrew at the
top of the frame.

D. Finally, replace the eye-
cup.
