


Features
The Ang le  F inder  Mode l  2  was deve loped pr inc ipa l -
ly  for  use wi th the Mamiya M645 Camera,  being at-
tached to the Pr ism Finder or  PD Pr ism Finder.  The
image is r ight-s ide up,  lateral ly  correct ,  and moves
in the correct  d i rect ion.
This capabi l i ty  a l lows you to see and take low-angle,
c lose-up and copy photograp.hs in an easy posi t ion.
The Angle Finder Model  2 can rotate for  v iewing in
any di rect ion so that  you are able to f reely take a
photograph in the hor izontal  or  vert ical  d i rect ion or
any  o ther  inc l ined  ang le .  l t  p rov ides  l i fe -s ize  and
l ight ,  erect  image. l t  a lso provides adjustment for
diopter  correct ion,  which enables ei ther a nearsight-
ed or  fars ighted person to see the image c lear ly.
The Angle Finder Model  2 a lso can be used on the
fo l low ing  Mamiya  35mm SLR Cameras  bes ides  the
M645, DSX, MSX, DTL, TL,  Auto XTL and Auto X1000.

Aftaching

To at tach the Angle Finder Model  2
to your camera,  s l ide the eye-piece
mount of  the Angle Finder down onto
the v iewf inder eye-piece of  the
camera.  Be sure to s l ide the Angle
Finder a l l  the way down.

Diopter Correction Adjustment

After  at taching the Angle Finder
Model  2 to a camera,  f i rs t  adjust
diopter  correct ion as fo l lows.
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Set the camera lens to the oo mark.
Rotate the diopter adjustment ring
until a far object can be clearly seen
through the Angle Finder Model 2.
l f  i t  is employed in a room where the
far object is not available, then
rotate the diopter adjustment ring
unti l  you can clearly see the focus-
ing screen l ine in the viewfinder.
The diopter is graduated in the
range of -4 to +4 around 0 in units
of 1 diopter. lt is convenient to note
the diopter adjustment ring set po-
sit ion when the Angle Finder Model
2 is mounted on the camera.



Using Method

fo r  a  va r ie ty  o f  app l i ca t i ons  as  w i l l  be
ind ica ted  be low.

(DDownward Viewing
I t  i s  pa r t i cu la r l y  he lp fu l  t o  shoo t  a  ch i l d ,
sma l l  f l ower  and  g rass ,  i nsec t  and  s im i -
lar  objects that  must  be c losely v iewed
f rom a  low  ang le .  l t  a l so  w i l l  p rov ide
nove l  l ow-ang le  shoo t ings  such  as
shoo t ing  a t  an  ex t ra  l ow-ang le  to
e leva t i  on .

OUpward Viewing
I t  is  of ten needed for  shoot ing at  a
crowded place to set  the camera as high
a  pos i t i on  you  can  In  such  a  case ,  the
Ang le  F inder  Mode l  2  a l l ows  you  to  see
into the v iewf inder of  the camera l i f ted
over  the  head .
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OHorizontal Viewing
The  ho r i zon ta l  v iew ing  i s  conven ien t  fo r
an over look shot .  You can see the Angle
F inder  i n  an  easy  pos i t i on  in  shoo t ing
downward  f rom a  h igh  bu i l d ing  and  in
taking copies of  a large obiect  p laced
on  a  copy ing  tab le .

OSpecial Viewing
The Angle Finder Model  2 can be used
to shoot an obiect  d i f ferent  f rom the
camera in the di rect ion.
This feature is  ef fect ive to take a snap-
shot  wi thout  at t ract ing another 's  at ten-
t ion or  at  a narrow place where you are
l imi ted to move.
