Using the AE Lock

“ha AE Magnityng Hood AZ provides oarreot caposurs measuigmeant
for the majority of sabjects. In special light ng conditions, it also per-
mits comect exposure using the AE lock or exposure compensation,
“he &E Lock is used for melering the esposure on the most impartant
spot of the subecl.
1. 3et the Shutter Speed Dia at "AEL”
s shown, 1L has been sel a, A7, lirst
untozk It by pressing the Aulo Lock
Release Button in the centar.
. whie lcoking through the viewfinder,
hring the part nf tha suhject onwhizh wouo
wanl to set exposure ir the center of the
viewfinder and dapress ihe shutler retezse
buttan halfway.

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Exposure Compensation

While pressing the Exposure Compensa
tion Dial Lock Release Button, turn and
sel tha Exposura Compansatian Dial. This
Finder permits +3 EV exposure compen-
sation. The dial has click stops at its
respective 1/3-EV-stap positions. Exposure
is increased by turning the dial toward the
T gide, am'l decreased by turmning it
toward the “-— 7 side.
& After taking pll:ture:. with exposure compensation, be surg o
reset the dial to *0". It will he lacked in place to prevent its turning
by accident.

Manual Exposure

Manual exposure is possible by unlocking the Shutter Spoed Dial
from “A" (Auto) or “AEL” (AE Lock) and chocsing your desired cam-
binaticn of shutter speed and aperture in the viewfinder.

i First, st the Shutter Speed Dial at yvour
desired shuller speed and depress the
shutter release button halfway, The shut-
ter speed indicator LED of the manually
st shutter speod will glow steadily in the
viewfinder and, in addition, another LED
will blink at the same time. This LED
represents the shutter speed chosen by

- . the AE Magnifying Haood for the aperture
Yol hiave Stzle:,ied and it will blink at a rate of four times a second.
Correct exposure is oblained when only one shutter spead illumi-
nales in the view finder. You can do this by changing the shutter
apead or aperture A5 Necessary,

Notice

® Because exposure measurement is made through the camera lens,
there is no need for exposure compensation when you change the lens
or use a filker on the lens,
® [During miror-up opsration, if the shulter is released within ang minute
after the mirror rises, i1 will trip with an exposure value that has been
52t just before the miror rises,

H ® Extraneous light entering through the eyepiece can affect the metering
| swstem, causing inconect exposure, To prevent this, place your eye as
| slose to Lhe Eyecup as possible during axposurs.

® ‘When taking picturas with remote control, be sure to cover the
i ayepiece with the eyepiece cap io prevent extransous light from
i antering.
i ® There ara 13 alectrical contacts on the camera top and tha raar of the
i AE Magnifying Hood. Grease or dust on them will cause poor alac-

® REBE lenses cannot be used with this Magnifying Hood bhacause thay
cannot tranamit the aperture and shutter spead values (the LED does
| not turm on in the Viewfindar),
® When a Type D Focusing Screen (Cross Hair) is usad, the AE Magnify-
l ing Hood will not indicate corect exposure bacause of tha transparant

® |f you are not using the camoera with the AE Magnifying Hood attach-
ed, be sure to turn off the power switch by setling the Shutter Speed
Dial of the Finder to "OFF".
