Mounting the Angle Finder FA301

1. Before mounting the
Angle Finder FA301,
make sure to remove
the rubber eyecup from
the camera body. Pull
and hold the locking
lever and slide the
eyecup upward.

2. Press and unlock the
locking plate of the
angle finder.

4. Snap the locking plate
into place and secure
the angle finder on the
camera body.

Positioning

Rotate the Angle Finder
FA301 around the bend
(prism). It can be used at
any angle along 360-
degree.

3. Slide the angle finder
downward over the
eyepiece frame of the
camera body untill it
slips into place.

Press and release the
locking plate.
